Chairman Griffin called the Board of Selectmen’s meeting to order at 7:00 pm.
Pledge of Allegiance:  The Board of Selectmen and members of the audience.

TOWN MANAGER’S ANNOUNCEMENTS:

CONSENT AGENDA:

a. Chairman Griffin asked for a motion to approve the minutes of the February 22nd meeting.  Selectman Wolf motioned to approve.  Vice Chairman Hamblen seconded.  Unanimous approval. 
b. Vice Chairman Hamblen motioned to approve a request for liquor license renewals from Layfayette Boothbay, Inc., DBA Tugboat Inn and Spruce Point Inn.  Selectman Hoffman seconded.  Unanimous approval.

c.  Selectman Hoffman motioned to approve the request for a liquor license renewal from Cod’s Head Fish House & BBQ.  Vice Chairman Hoffman seconded.  [Selectman Warren recused herself due to a conflict.]  Motion passed 4 – 1 Abstention.  
d. Selectman Hoffman amended his motion to approve the request for a liquor license renewal from Mine Oyster Raw Bar & Gathering Place with the four conditions requested by Chief Hasch.  
1. Doormen need to be trained appropriately as to the liquor laws and rules of the establishment.
2. Doormen need to monitor the exits and the upstairs deck for smoking violations/persons leaving with alcohol/minors attempting to enter the premises.

3. Doormen should not be consuming intoxicants while working.

4. Mr. Smith should agree to adhere to the restrictions of his liquor license, see the complaint on June 6, 2015 of wine being served on The Pier during an “Oyster Shucking Contest.” 

Vice Chairman Hamblen seconded.  [Selectman Warren recused herself due to a conflict.]Motion passed 4 – 1 Abstention.
e. Selectman Wolf motioned to approve a request from the Spruce Point Inn Resort & Spa for a Special Amusement license renewal.  Vice Chairman Hamblen seconded.  Unanimous approval.
ONGOING BUSINESS:
a. Follow-up discussion on Personnel manual with comments from attorney.
· Recommendation to keep the issue about first cousins as is.
· Response to anti-bullying policy was it’s almost impossible to interpret since it is subjective, not required under the law plus hard to police and report.  [Could be put under “expectations.”]  
b. Bob Faunce reported on Determining Flood Zones.

· Tide levels are generally published in the paper by the MLLW (Mean Lower Low Water) method, based on the Vertical Base Reference point.
· For their maps, FEMA uses ​​​​​​​the NAVD88 (North American Vertical Datum adopted in 1988 used for most land surveying) which also takes wave action into consideration, to determine flood zones.

·  NAVD88 elevations are 4 to 5 feet less than MLLW. 

·  AE Zone = areas subject to inundation by the 1% annual chance of flood event (in need of flood insurance).

· Bob indicated the need for $5,000 (20% of $25,000) for the Lincoln County Planning Commission to conduct a 100 year study for the town.

NEW BUSINESS: 
a. Award Town Report printing bid
· Only two companies, of the nine contacted, responded.
     1. Express Copy of Portland - $2,900 (did not comply with request).
2. Lincoln County Publishers - $5,420 (have done the book for the past  

    nine years and is within their budget).

Selectman Wolf motioned to accept the bid from Lincoln County Publishers.  
Vice Chairman Hamblen seconded.  Unanimous approval.
b. Chairman Griffin asked for a motion to appoint Peggy Splaine to replace Sandy Paxton on the School Board.  Vice Chairman Hamblen made the motion.  Selectman Hoffman seconded.  Unanimous approval.
PUBLIC FORUM:
1.  Selectman Hoffman complimented the Ambulance Service for continuing to improve the organization of their service and suggested formulating a five year plan to see it continue.
WARRANTS:  
Selectman Wolf motioned that the warrants be approved upon careful review.  Vice Chairman Hamblen seconded.  Unanimous approval.
